Available high-end vehicles include those from manufacturers such as Acura, Lexus, 
BMW and Cadillac, while motorcycles from manufacturers including Kawasaki, 

Suzuki and Yamaha will be offered. In addition, vehicles no longer used by state 
agencies from manufacturers such as Chevrolet, Chrysler, Dodge, Ford, GMC, Jeep 

and others will be up for bid. 
 
A vehicle preview for the public to inspect the vehicles will take place beginning on 

Thursday, Aug. 8 through Sunday Aug. 11, from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. daily at Manheim 
Auto Auctions in Grantville.
